The
suspension has even been lowered by 15mm to
help improve road-holding and enhance the
sports aesthetics.

Inside, the theme continues with aluminium
trim, sculpted seats and stainless steel pedal
inserts. This model also features a
multi-function sports steering wheel with
gearshift paddles’.

The Elegance model, in contrast, represents
understated luxury and refinement. Quality
materials abound - from exterior chrome
detailing to the interior's Artico? upholstery and
wood trim in eucalyptus or optional burr walnut.
Convenience enhancements include
rain-sensing wipers and auto-dimming mirrors.

Finally, the SE model is a world away from the
traditional entry-level executive model, offering
the same outstanding design and a generous
specification. The interior is finished in stylish
Brighton cloth trim, and standard equipment
includes 16" alloy wheels, automatic climate
control and a leather-trimmed multi-function
steering wheel.

Anyone who needs to transport heavy loads will
be pleased to discover that the new C-Class
Estate also delivers one of the largest
permissible payloads in its class - an impressive
530kg. It also incorporates ESP® Trailer
Stability Assist, a system which intervenes to
aid the driver when controlling dangerous
fishtailing of a towed vehicle.

Available from December 2008, the C180 K BlueEFFICIENCY is the first BlueEFFICIENCY model in the
C-Class range.

BlueEFFICIENCY is the name Mercedes-Benz has given to a program of measures that reduce our vehicles'
fuel consumption and CO2 emissions. These include weight-saving adjustments, energy management and
enhanced aerodynamics.

Replacing the C180 KOMPRESSOR, the C180 K BlueEFFICIENCY will feature a smaller 1,597cc
displacement (currently 1,796cc) while retaining all the power and torque of the existing engine.

More importantly, it will offer an improvement in fuel economy of up to 8% and a reduction in CO,
emissions of up to 13 g/km. Road Fund Licence drops from Band E to Band D.

Key BlueEFFICIENCY features on the estate include smaller exterior mirrors to minimise drag and new fuel
consumption and shift point indicators to help drivers achieve an economical driving style.

In addition, an advanced energy management system ensures that power steering is only activated when
necessary.
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Leading the way

Corporate environmental responsibility is now
both a moral and financial focus, to which the
company vehicle fleet can make a telling
contribution.

Importantly, the C-Class Estate is the only car in
its sector to be awarded the prestigious TUV
environmental certificate, accredited by the
International Standards Organisation (ISO). This
award considers a vehicle's environmental
impact throughout its lifecycle G from
production to over 200,000km use. And the
C-Class Estate excelled on all counts.

In addition, the total energy requirements of the
new C-Class Estate have decreased by 161
gigajoules over its lifetime - the equivalent of
around 4,900 litres of petrol.

An innovative new BlueEFFICIENCY model -
available from December 2008 - will offer
further significant reductions in fuel
consumption and CO, emissions.
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A wide range of engines and trim levels means that there is a new C-Class Estate for everyone.
